Member Eligibility

Student Note Candidates

Students generally become eligible for Indiana International & Comparative Law Review (IICLR) at the end of the spring semester of a school year once they have completed 31 credit hours and LARC I and II.  (If you are a transfer student or a student transitioning from part-time to full-time status, see below for further details.)  Student Note Candidates must have at least four (4) semesters remaining to participate in law review.  Student Note Candidates are eligible to petition for the executive board after their first year on the review.
Associate Members
Associate members are students with fewer than four (4) semesters remaining and at least 45 completed credit hours.  Students are eligible for associate membership when they meet all the criteria required for Student Note Candidates and have two (2) semesters remaining to devote to the law review.  Associate members are not eligible to petition for the executive board.

Part-time students transferring to full time
A student transitioning from part-time to full-time status and graduating in three (3) years may be eligible for student note candidacy.  Students in this situation generally have only completed 20 credit hours by spring semester of the first year.  Transitioning students take a heavier class load over their remaining two years and will need to consider the ability to balance law review with that additional class load.  If you are a transitioning student interested in student note candidacy, please contact IICLR for more details.
TRANSFER STUDENTS

Transfer students must have completed at least 30 credit hours, including the legal writing and research requirements of their former law school.  They must have at least four (4) semesters remaining for student note candidacy or two (2) semesters remaining for associate membership.
Selection Process
Students who fall within the top 10% of their class receive an automatic invitation to become member of IICLR provided they fill out a Candidate Information Sheet included in the joint writing competition packet.  Students within the top 40% of their class may be extended an offer based on their joint writing competition submission.

The class standing determination is based on the grades from both fall and spring semesters of the first year for full-time students and on the first four semesters' grades for part-time students.

The writing competition entails the writing of a closed memorandum for which no outside research is allowed or required; the necessary cases and statutory materials are provided.  Writing competition packets are made available to students after the conclusion of spring finals.

Transfer students may submit a petition for membership.  A petition consists of a six to eight (6-8) page writing sample (preferably from a legal writing and research class), a resume, an unofficial transcript, and a brief personal statement indicating her or his reasons for transferring and interest in law review.  The Executive Board reviews each petition, and renders a decision within fourteen (14) days of the beginning of the fall semester.

The Executive Board is not required to extend an invitation to any student and retains the exclusive right to make all final membership determinations.
