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Four years ago, the Indiana University School of Law – Indianapolis, established the Indiana Health Law Review.  The journal provides informative articles on important health law topics that academic professionals and practitioners encounter.  The Indiana Health Law Review complements the law school’s existing health law program located in the William S. and Christine S. Hall Center for Law and Health, which is consistently recognized as one of the top five health law programs in the nation.





In February 2006, the law review, in conjunction with the McDonald Merrill Ketcham Lectureship Series, held a symposium focused on a new health care reimbursement strategy: Pay-for-Performance.  The keynote speaker was Dr. William Sage, Professor of Law at Columbia University.  Following Dr. Sage’s remarks, a panel discussion, moderated by Prof. Eleanor Kinney, discussed various aspects and issues concerning Pay-for-Performance.  The panelists, which included Kali Chowdhury, David Kelleher, Dr. David Lee, William Thompson, Dr. William Sellman, and Dr. Thomas Valuck, represented patients, medical providers, and third party payers.
